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I. Overview of functions
Apabi Reader is a book reader integrating such functions like reading, download and collection of electronic books. It has been widely used thanks to its strong performance. 

Apabi Reader can read electronic books and files of formats such as CEB, PDF, HTML or TXT. While preserving the habit of reading paper books, it also provides some helpful functions which cannot be experienced with paper books, for example, font zooming, search, snapshot, etc. The interface for reading is illustrated in the figure on the lower left:  
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The function of downloading, collecting and classifying e-books, namely, the library function, has its interface illustrated in the lower left figure. In the library, you can establish your own classification of books, save the downloaded e-books into different categories and search the wanted book from the library rapidly with the partial information of the book. 


 



Another very convenient function is: bookstore, whose interface is shown in the following figure. You can save the names and websites of your favorite bookstores and publishing houses, enabling direct entry by a double click. 
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A click of the buttons “Read”, “Library” or “Bookstore” in the tool bar can shift their interfaces accordingly. It is also possible to shift to the library or bookstore interface by pressing keys "L” and "B" respectively in the reading state. The function buttons in the tool bar adopt the vivid icons so that you can easily recognize and remember their functions. You can also know their functions by placing the cursor on the buttons to show the word prompt.

II. Start and setup  

The running environment of the software  

Hardware environment:

Note: You can choose either of the above operating systems. When you are using IE5.5, SP1 must be installed. Display resolution: 800 * 600 pixels or higher.  

How to start Apabi Reader?  

With the installation of Founder Apabi Reader, the startup shortcuts will be created automatically on the desktop and in the start menu, through which the software can be started. Apabi Reader can be started automatically when you double-click CEB files. If you download or borrow books directly after the installation is completed, Apabi Reader will run automatically.  
How to set up an individualized reading and operating environment?   

After the software is installed, you can read the books immediately without any additional configuration. With some setting on the environment, you will get an individualized reading and using atmosphere. Click “Menu→Performance Settings”, the Performance Settings window will be displayed: "option" includes General Settings, Font Settings, Update Notify, Plugins List, Library and Background Color. 

General settings:  

“Path Settings” designate place for saving CEB files of downloaded books. It can be defaulted as CEB sub-directory under Apabi Reader installation directory. Single-click the folder icon on the right and choose other paths in the opened interface. 

If you select “Display half page sign” from “Reading Settings”, the blue marking lines will be displayed in the half page state. The default adopts "Smooth font" where the characters will be shown clearly without the saw teeth.  

Choosing “Use network file” from “File settings”, you can read larger on-line CEB files. When the file is smaller than the set “Minimum size”, the whole document can be downloaded directly. The minimum size of the file can only be set as an integer.  

If you do not choose “Print as actual size”, the printing will be scaled up to the whole page. With “Dialog settings”, you may choose to pop up or close windows in animation or not.  

Font settings:  

If the font in the book is not installed in the computer, the alternative can be set up for display.  The defaulted fonts can be used: use SimSun to replace Simplified; and MingLiU to replace traditional Chinese.  

Update Notify:  

With this setting, we may choose whether to check the notice of Apabi website (www.apabi.com) when Apabi Reader is started, or whether to have prompt notice when of snapshot is completed.  

Plugins list:  

We can review the plugins provided by the software. Plugins may be forbidden but this will lead to the unavailability of corresponding functions. Hence, it is not advisable to forbid a plugin randomly. 

Library:  

If a user in the digital library registers as a subscriber to the reading room, then the name and website of the library and the registration information will be shown in “library". In addition, it supports the settings of “Notify expired books automatically” and “Remove expired books automatically”.  

Note: The setting of “Remove expired books automatically” is only effective for subscribers to the reading room of the digital library, thus ineffective for users with or without passwords.  
Background Color:  

You can change the background color to your taste by single clicking on the color icon and then choosing the ideal color in the propped-up window.  

Note: If there is a background color in the book, this operation will not work.  
After the above-mentioned setup is completed, click “OK” to save the final setup.  

Network settings

Click" Menu→ Network settings": "Timeout settings" is defaulted as 30 seconds and can be varied in the range 2~300 seconds; “Replace the downloaded files” enables you to choose whether to cover the downloaded CEB files when the download is repeated; if your computer is connected to the Internet through proxy server, you need to set up the position, user name and password of the server here.

III. Acquisition of books
How many ways are there to acquire books?  

There are four ways to acquire books: buy online; download the copy of the paid book; download free books; log in Apabi digital library to borrow and download books. In addition, the online browsing in the digital library also enables a short time reading. 

Note: the online browsing may be restricted in terms of reading time and number of concurrent users on the basis of the setting of the digital library.  
Why register my reader on line?  

In order to offer you the latest information in time, please register in accordance with the instructions when you use Apabi Reader for the first time. In addition, successful registration is the precondition of buying e-books online.  

Click “Menu→Online register” and you can start registration. Note that you must have Internet access at this moment. Restart Apabi Reader after successful registration. “My bookshelf” on the top of library should have been changed into “XXX bookshelf”. 

How to check and control the download task?  

The "Download list" will be opened automatically while downloading books (see the figure below). In addition, it can also be opened by clicking the button “Down loading list” in the tool bar on library interface.  The progress of downloading and related information are displayed in the Download list. Meanwhile, you can start, stop or cancel the chosen task.

When the download is finished, it will be turned to the first page of the book when you open it. Then you can enjoy the pleasure of reading!

IV. Reading books
Apabi Reader has optimally preserved the habit of reading paper books: turn over pages freely, set up bookmark flexibly, add marks, etc... At the same time, the software also offers some wonderful functions such as the font zooming, quick search, free modification of marks, snapshot…

How to turn pages while reading?  

Apabi Reader supports two modes of turning pages: whole page and half page. Meanwhile, you can also turn continuously or turn by jumping.  

Switch page turn mode:  

You can switch between the two modes easily by clicking the button “Switch page turn mode” in the tool bar. Press H / O key directly to enable the switch.  

Note: More shortcuts are listed in the table of shortcuts.  

Continuous turn:  

There are many ways for you to turn pages up and down continuously: click “Page up” or “Page down” button in the tool bar; Press “PageUp” or “PageDown” in the keyboard; move the cursor to the right side of the page and click the right key / left key when the cursor is changed into the shape of a book. In addition, you can turn pages down continuously by pressing the space key. 

Page jumping:  

Move the cursor to the page selection bar at the bottom of the interface and move cursor left or right, the page number in “Jump to XX Page” will change accordingly （such as in the figure below）. You can jump to the desired page by single-clicking it when you reach the page. Or you can press “J” and input the targeted page number in the dialogue box popped up and then click “Goto”. By pressing “Home” or “End” key, you can go to the beginning or end of the book and by pressing “BACKSPACE” key, you can go back to the page you read previously.  
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Page selection bar

Note:  Page jumping only supports CEB and PDF formats.  
How to zoom the fonts in the book?  

Click “Zoom in” or “Zoom out” in the tool bar, the cursor will be turned into a magnifying glass. “-”in its center represents “zoom out” and “+” “zoom in”. You can operate “zoom out” and “zoom in” by choosing the range of the page. When the center of the magnifying glass is empty, it means the font is already the biggest or smallest.

The font can me maximized or minimized by pressing “8*” or " *" in the keypad and “/？” or “/” in the keypad respectively. The font can be zoomed in to the biggest gradually by pressing “=+”or “+” in the keypad. Conversely, the font can be zoomed out to the smallest gradually by pressing “-—”or “-” in the keypad.  

How to move the reading display page?  

Click “Hand Tool" in the tool bar on the book reading interface and the cursor will become the shape of a small hand which can move the page to the most appropriate position in all directions. The direction keys (↑↓←→) can also help realize this function. 
Moving the direction keys too much upward or downward will lead to the turning of the page backward or forward.    

How to display the catalog of a book?  

The catalogue window of a book will prop up on its right side when you click “Catalog” in the tool bar and hide it when you hit the button again. The prerequisite for displaying the catalogue is that the catalogue has been made during production of the book.  

Can I insert the bookmark in the book like reading a paper book?  

You can “insert" a bookmark into the page you desire by selecting “Add Bookmark” in the menu of mouse right key in the reading display area. 

You can cancel the bookmark by carrying out the same operation as set in the previous paragraph and select “Delete Bookmark”.

The added bookmark will be shown in the upper right corner of the window. The bookmark can be shifted to show or hide mode by selecting “Show/Hide Bookmark” in the right key menu. 

How to add and delete all kinds of marks in the book?  

Apabi Reader supports four kinds of marks:  Underline, Note, Highlight and Circuit. 

You can choose the words to be marked in reading display area and select the addition, deletion or modification of the above four marks from the popped-up operation menu.

Addition and deletion of Underline, Highlight and Circuit:  

Choose the words to be dealt with and select the corresponding addition or deletion menu in the popped-up menu. 

Addition, deletion and modification of Note:  

Select the marked words and choose “Note" in the popped-up menu and you can open Note dialogue box. Then you can add what you want to note and click “Save” to confirm. They will be marked in yellow after completion. Double-clicking the note mark enables you to modify what to be marked or delete the mark.

Click the right key of the mouse on the book page and select “Delete All” in the popped-up menu, you can delete all the marks once and for all. Please be cautious in using this function!  

Note:  the marking function is only effective on files of CEB and PDF formats.  
How to print electronic books?  

The printing can be completed by clicking “Menu→Print” and choose the printer and number of copies to be printed in the print settings dialogue box and then pressing “Ok”  

Note: only the unencrypted CEB and PDF documents can be printed.  
How to search the full text of a book?  

Click the right key of the mouse in the reading display area and choose “Find” in the popped-up menu, you can open the search dialogue box. You can input what you search in the box and click “Find next” and the result of search will be marked in the article inversely. You can also open the search dialogue box by clicking “Menu→Find” or using shortcut Ctrl+F. A quicker way is to select the content to be searched and choose “Find” in the popped-up menu.  

How to use the mini-camera in the tool bar?  

The mini-camera in the tool bar is the snapshot function provided by the software. Click this button, and the cursor turns into a cross. The picture can be taken while you use the cursor to choose the range. The picture taken can be edited and saved with tools such as picture-drawing. At this time, the system will display “The selected area has been copied to the clipboard”, and you can edit and save it with the drawing tool.  

Note: For encrypted CEB files, there is a limit on the number of snapshots taken: the general situation is the number cannot be more than seven for each start of Reader and accumulated number cannot exceed 50 times each week. 
How to copy texts in the books?  

Select the texts for copying, then choose the “Copy Text” in the popped-up menu. Generally speaking, the largest quantity of the words which are copied at one time is 2,000, and the words which are copied can be posted into other files.  

Note:  For encrypted CEB files, the restriction on the times of words copying are the same with that for snapshot.

V. Collection of books
How to add books into the bookshelf?  

The books which are downloaded from the internet are automatically added into the unclassified category of the bookshelf. In addition, there are many easy methods to add the books into the bookshelf: press the button “Add books” in the tool bar; select the file to be added in the opened resource manager, then click “Open” to finish the operation of book adding; or open the resource manager directly, select the files, press the composite key “Ctrl+C” to copy, and pres the key “Ctrl+V” to post the book into the bookshelf. An easier way is to use the mouse to pull the selected book into the bookshelf directly, and complete the operation.  

How to put my collected books into different categories?  

Like the clearly labeled and neatly arranged physical bookshelf, the rationally classified bookshelf will bring many conveniences for you to search and collect books. 

Open the bookshelf interface you can see “XXX Bookshelf” on its top. All the unclassified books will be shown in the book-display area. Click the buttons “icon”, “list” on the right of the interface, you can choose the form to show the books in icon or list.


New Category:  

In the tool bar, click" Category Manager" button, the “Category" window will be popped up.  Select “New Category" in the window (See the picture on the lower right):  

In the “name” place, input the name of the new category, click the button “Add” and confirm. Or you can click the right key of the mouse in the blank area of the category list, and select the “New Category” in the popped up menu, directly input the name of category, and press the button “Enter” to confirm.

Book Category:  

Select the categories which need to be classified or reclassified and choose “Book Category” in the “Category” window (see the picture on the lower left), and then you can select the category to finish the process. Or you can pull the book directly to the target category. It can also be realized by clicking the book with the right key, and select the “Move to” in the popped up menu to choose the target category.

Navigate:  

Choose "Navigate" in “Category” window (See the picture on the upper right ) and select the designated category and click " Ok", the books under this category will be shown in the display area. You can also single-click a specific category in the list of categories to display the books under this category.
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Note: If you double-click a specific category, both the books under it and sub-categories will be displayed. 
Rename:  

Click the category to be renamed with the right key in the category list and choose “Rename” in the popped up menu to input new name which can be defined by pressing “Enter”.  

Delete:  

A category can be deleted by using the right key to click the category to be deleted and then choosing “Delete”. The further operation can determine whether the books under this category are saved in the unclassified one or deleted together with the category.  

How to search books quickly in the bookshelf?  

With the increasing abundance of the bookshelf, books search will become time and effort consuming. You can find your desired books with the help of the quick search function provided by the reader. You can search by selecting Display, Author, Publisher, Title or ISBN Number in the search column and inputting key words. Click the search icon, the result will be listed in the display area. Meanwhile, the number of results and pages will also be displayed in the search column.  

How to arrange the books in the display area in a certain order?  

You can arrange the books by single-clicking the right key of the mouse in the blank space of the display area and then choosing different ways in the popped up menu such as Sort by Added order, Created time, Title and Category. 

How to browse the publication information of the books?  

You can select your desired book in the display area and choose “Book Information” in the right-key menu. The information such as Display Name, Author, Publisher, ISBN No and Page Number will be shown in the opened “Information” window where the “Display Name” in the display area can also be modified. 
How to delete the books in the bookshelf?  

Choose the book to be deleted in the bookshelf and press “Delete”; or single-click the right key of the mouse and select “Delete” in the popped up menu. Both methods can be used to delete the books.  
When the book borrowed from the library is expired, the cover of the book will show the information of expiry. You can delete it by choosing “Menu→Delete Expired Books”. If the expired book is borrowed from the reading room of the library, it will be deleted automatically when Apabi Reader is started.  

Can the books deleted by mistake be recovered?  

If the book which can still be read is deleted by mistake, you can hit the icon “Add Books” in the library and choose the path for copying CEB files set in the equipment environment (to be defaulted as the CEB sub-directory under Apabi Reader directory). Select the mistakenly-deleted CEB files and put them back into the library. You can also directly enter into the copy path in the resources manager and double-click the deleted CEB files and add them into the bookshelf to realize the recovery. 

How to renew or return the books?  

For the books borrowed from the digital library, you can refer to the “Lend Information” in the right-key menu for the related information which includes Library, LendTime, Expire and CurrentTime. By selecting “Return the book” and “Renew the book” in the right-key menu, your purpose to return and renew books can be realized. 
Note:  It is suggested that you would better not to adjust the time of your computer because the adjustment will possibly lead to the pre-maturity of the book you borrowed.  
How to back up and recover the voucher of a book?  

Backup:  
Click “Menu→Backup” and pop up “Backup Vouchers” dialogue box. Then you can choose the saving path and enter the document name and click “Save”. The generated .bak file will be kept under this path.  

Recover:  

If the books re-downloaded cannot be read you can choose “Recover" in the menu and open the “Recover Vouchers” dialogue box. Then you can choose the backup .bak document and click “Open”, thus recovering the voucher automatically. 

Note: For the e-book bought online, if the CEB file of the book is not destroyed or deleted and only the voucher is destroyed or deleted, the reading of the book can be recovered through the above-mentioned backup and resumption of the backup voucher. 
For the e-book borrowed from the digital library, the reading of books which have expired cannot be recovered through the backup and the resumption of the voucher.

VI. Other functions  

How to use the function of automatic translation of the reader?  

The translation software has been installed in the computer in advance and the mode of taking words is set “left key click”. The translation by screen capture can be realized by starting the translation software first and then putting the cursor on the words to be translated. 

Note:  The failure to translate some words or expressions in the book is related to the production of the e-book.   
What is the function of Cancel / restore? 

If you want to go back to the previous window, select “Undo” from “Menu” or press Ctrl+Z. It can be restored to the window before cancellation if you choose “Redo” in "Menu" or press Ctrl+Y.  

How to hide or move the tool bar?  

The tool bar can be set to be hidden by clicking the symbol of drawing pin on the upper left corner of the tool bar on the reading interface. At this time, put the cursor in the blank space of the bar and single-click the mouse and press the left key continuously, you can move the bar to the right side. 

How to maximize and recover the reader window?  

The other two buttons parallel to the drawing pin can maximize, minimize or restore Apabi Reader window.  The software can memorize the state of the window last time when you open it next time. 

How to save my favorite bookstores?  

Click" Bookstore" in the tool bar you can enter the bookstore interface. The links include “eBook experience（free）”, “eBook store”,  “special shop for eBook publishing houses” and “other eBook-related websites”.  

At “other eBook-related websites”, single-click the right key to pop up the menu and choose “New site, Delete or Modify” and then input the names and websites of your favorite bookstores or publishers. The addition of websites is completed. Double-clicking the website enables you to enter the bookstore. 

How to get more book resources?  

Click book search engine in the tool bar or library interface: you can get more comprehensive latest information about books from www.esoushu.com.  

Via the above-mentioned website you can:  

Search books To search for the books which include the key words you input in a vast sea of book information.  

Browse the book By clicking the “browse book” button on the webpage, you can appreciate the wonderful part of the book.   

Buy books   There are many ways of books pruchase: link to Chinese e-book network to buy e-books; link to famous on-line bookstores to buy paper books; contact with the publisher to buy books on the basis of the information provided by the website.  

There are more classical channels such as “Read new books free”, “buy electronic books" and “new books from publishing houses” at the website, providing information on book industry from all aspects.

VII Obtain help  

When you meet any difficulty or problem in the course of using Apabi Reader, you can click “Menu→Help” where you will see the Apabi Reader User’s Manual called out the system. You can find the most related questions and read the further instruction. In addition, pressing F1 will enable you to get quick help information.  

How to check the version information of Apabi Reader?  

Click “Apabi” in the tool bar, you will see the version information of the Apabi Reader being used.  

How to upgrade Apabi Reader?  

You can log on Apabi website www.apabi.com and enter “software download” to look for the latest information regarding Apabi Reader and update your reader software in time. 

In addition, this website also provides some extra plugins, which you can choose to install according to your hardware configuration and requirement. The plugins include pronunciation plugin, simplified Chinese package and traditional Chinese plugin.

FAQ

Q:  What is to be done if difficulties happen in the course of downloading?   
A:  1. If the error is reported that “your voucher has already been destroyed, please refer to the manual to recover file", please pay attention to the following points:  
⑴ Please look at the version information of Apabi Reader. If it is not the latest, you can log on http://www.apabi.com  to download the latest Apabi Reader (Free).  

⑵ Please register if you use Apabi Reader for the first time.  

⑶ Close Apabi Reader and find out Voucher under Apabi Reader installation catalogue and delete it. Then restart Apabi Reader.
⑷ If you are linked to the Internet by dialing telephone or you have logged on a network with domain and your IE proxy settings have be set up, you do not have to set proxy server in Reader; Otherwise, you need to set the proxy: in Apabi Reader library, click “books download list” button and set the proxy server in “settings”. If it is a domain account, the user name should be in the form of domain name \ user name.  
⑸ If your proxy server is restricted by other means such as IP rather than account and password, then the latter can be kept empty. The length cannot be longer than 128 characters and symbols. After the proxy setting is completed, you can click “start task” in “books download list” to download the paid books.  

2. If the network connection is broken and the downloading process has not been completed, you can choose the books which have not been downloaded normally in “books download list” and click “start task” to continue the download. 

3. If the error “the voucher file has not been downloaded, there may be something wrong with the network" is reported, please execute Step ⑷. Or the error might arise from the restriction of your network. In this case, please dial up on the telephone to download.  
Q:  How to use the original user name if the hardware (such as the hard disk of the system and CPU) has been changed?  
A:  Please reinstall Apabi Reader and contact the manager of the library who will delete the user name and relevant information you registered previously and you can re-register with your original user name.  
Q:  Under Win 2000 operating system, how to read each other’s electronic books by log-in with different user names?  
A:  It can be realized by registering at Apabi Reader with the same user name.  
Q:  What if the borrowing information is changed after the system time is altered?  
A: It is suggested not to alter system time casually, thus avoiding the possibility that the books expire in advance. If the system time is altered carelessly, please start and close Apabi Reader. The problem may be solved after repeating the process several times in succession.  
Q:  Why Reader is closed at once upon starting?  
A: Check whether the tracking software such as “NuMega Softice” is started. If there is such software started, please close it. Then you can use Reader.  
Q:  Can the eBook downloaded on computer A be read on computer B?  
A:  Please copy CEB files under Apabi Reader catalogue on A to CEB catalogue under Apabi Reader on B and then go to the download center of the website where you bought books to download CEV file. You can also go directly to the download center to download the paid books. 
Q:  How many times can you download freely a book for each payment? (Suitable for purchasing via website)
A:  In order to protect the copyright of the electronic book and the rights and interests of legal user, you can download limitless times on the same computer (hardware of the computer has no change). It can be downloaded onto four different computers at most.  
Q:  When I start Apabi Reader, I find the function buttons in tool bar cannot work and it is the same with options list on the interface of “set up environment”, how to trace back the lost functions?  
A:  Click “menu" in tool bar and choose “set up environment” and cancel the forbiddance to use plugins in “plugin list”. Then restart Apabi Reader, you can find back the lost functions.  
Q:  Why I was reminded of “refusal to visit” when I register my Apabi Reader?  
A:  The reason may be that the current computer user is unable to write data into the Apabi Reader installment directory. Check whether Apabi Reader is installed in the NTFS partition and whether the user has the right to “write” in Apabi Reader directory.  
Q:  Why I am reminded of "mistake in downloading the file” while borrowing books?  
A:  The reason may be that the user has installed 3721-related software on the customer end (such as Network assistant) and chosen “clearing up the traces automatically” (for Windows 98 operating system) or “automatic protection of privacy” (for Windows 2000 operating system).  Please remove this option. See the picture below:
